AAPS Medicaid / ValueOptions of Kansas 
Provider Participation Requirements
Following are the steps to become an authorized Medicaid provider of substance abuse treatment, and a participating provider with ValueOptions.  ValueOptions participation is necessary as they manage statewide substance abuse services for eligible Medicaid (T-XIX) and AAPS Funded clients. 

All steps must be completed and verified prior to being able to provide services to Medicaid clients:
1. Initiate Alcohol and Drug Treatment Provider license procedure through SRS/AAPS (call 785-296-6807 and/or see www.srskansas.org/hcp/AAPSHome.htm).  SRS/AAPS license procedure can take up to 90 days for completion and must be finalized prior to Medicaid approval.
2. Contact ValueOptions @ 785-338-9018 to become a ValueOptions Participating Provider. A ValueOptions credentialing packet will be promptly mailed to you. The packet should be completed in full and returned to ValueOptions with all requested items.  The ValueOptions credentialing process will finalize clean submissions within 30 days of the provider’s SRS/AAPS Medicaid approval notification.

3. Provider must meet AAPS Computer System Requirements;  have appropriate hardware and software to support  the Kansas Client Placement Criteria (KCPC) as determined by Program Evaluation and Research Team (PERT) at SRS:
· Submit Computer Questionnaire (See AAPS website www.srskansas.org/hcp/AAPSHome.htm, “Computer System Requirements”).
· Provider staff must complete AAPS-approved KCPC training and submit proof to AAPS Medicaid Coordinator. Regional Alcohol and Drug Assessment Centers provide KCPC training.
· Complete & submit required EAS form.

4. AAPS will email, and mail letter of Medicaid approval, copying necessary parties.
5. Provider must contact EDS (785- 274-5914) to complete an enrollment application and the EDS agreement. 
6. ValueOptions will forward Contract documents to approved Medicaid providers to sign and return.
7. Upon approval, ValueOptions will send approval notification, executed Contract, and necessary ValueOptions participation information (see www.valueoptions.com/kansas/providers.htm).

8. Provider can begin providing authorized services to Medicaid clients.*
*It is recommended that providers complete on-line Medicaid training (www.medicaidtraining.org).
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
